It is such an honor to have the front page of this monthôs Chamber newsletter all to myself.  

Monroe is fortunate to have a Chamber of Commerce so dedicated to our community. Our Chamber of 

Commerce Board members get it. What is ñitò? They know that whatôs good for business is whatôs good 

for our community. 

 

The quality of public schools is one of the first questions young families ask when considering a move to a 

new community. These families shop at local stores, purchase local services and pay local taxes. A 

strong public education system attracts new families/customers. Good schools are the heart of a success-

ful community and ultimately good for business. 

  

As a new School Board member I see that Monroeôs schools are poised for greatness. Monroe Public 

Schools is known for its rich offering of educational options. Our leaders have long known that one size 

has never fit all and built a system that reflects that dedication to each childôs success. Our families can 

pick from online classes, parent partnership programs or traditional schools as best suit their child. It is 

the little district with big choices!  At Monroe Public Schools we believe every child can and will achieve. 

  

Sky Valley Education Center, one of Monroe alternative learning programs, was recently honored for work 

implementing "bold, creative and innovative" ideas to help all children learn earning a prestigious 

ñInnovative Schoolò designation. Park Place Middle School is helping their ñtweensò be more successful 

with ZAP ï Zeros Arenôt Permitted ï a program that focuses kids on completing their assignments. Math 

and science skills are climbing at our elementary schools as evidenced by state test scores - check out 

the 4th and 5th grade results. 

  

In my business, Woods Creek Consulting, I see every day the value of positive momentum. Our schools 

are improving. We arenôt where we want to be or need to be but results are heading up. To keep going in 

the right direction, Monroe must renew local funding for schools. 

  

The February 14 (yes, Valentines Day) is not a new tax but a replacement. Like a magazine subscription, 

local school tax dollars expire and must be renewed by voters to continue. The local school levy supports 

academic programs for struggling learners, classroom supplies and day-to-day up keep of our schools. 

Our local school tax dollars make up almost a quarter ï 22% - of our public schoolsô operating budget. 

This request covers two years. To the average homeowner ($210,149) this means about $4 more per 

month in their 2013 tax bill and another $4 more in 2014. 

 

This election will be conducted solely through the U.S. mail so expect your ballot to  

arrive in your mailbox in late January. If you desire more information about these proposals, visit the 

schoolsô website at www.monroe.wednet.edu or contact the schools by telephone at 360.804.2503.  

At the heart of every great community are quality schools and prosperous businesses.
